
Did you know? Aggressive Driving is illegal in Florida! You may be penalized as an aggressive “careless” driver if you commit two or more of the following acts simultaneously, or in succession:

🏁 Speeding
⚠️ Unsafely or improperly changing lanes
🚘 Following another vehicle too closely 
🚧 Failing to yield the right-of-way 
🚨 Improperly passing 
🚥 Violating traffic control and signal devices (running a red light)

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Give angry or aggressive drivers lots of room. Put as
much distance between your vehicle and the other car.

Looking or staring at another driver can
turn an impersonal encounter between two vehicles into a
possible fight. You can listen to music to re-focus, but be sure to
keep your attention on the main task of driving safely.

If you believe the other driver is following you or is
trying to start a fight, get help! Call the police. Otherwise, drive
to a public place. Use your horn to get someone’s attention.
This will usually discourage an aggressor.
